1. The minutes of the last meeting had been read by all and were agreed.

2. Freda had prepared notes (which will be available on the website) and gave a brief resume of these notes. In particular Freda wanted to mention the state of the Stevenson’s site and the dangerous state of the footpaths. Though there has been some temporary repair to the footpaths the site remains in a dangerous state. Freda is now in contact with AVBC about this. Freda also wished to discuss the newly formed Civic Voice and her belief that BASA should join this organisation.  As the levy has now been fixed at £1.50 per person for the first year (to rise after that) the rest of the committee felt that this was not an amount that could be absorbed from funds and that the BASA members views should be sought re this. Gill will include this issue in the next letter to members.

3. Gill informed the meeting of the Secretarial input with each issue discussed. She will prepare a newsletter for distribution before the AGM itemising the interventions by BASA over the last year

     4/5.  Ian is preparing a breakdown for the AGM.

          Currently BASA has 81 members, some joining over the last few                                                                                                                   weeks. Ian shares the concern of the rest of the committee that it is likely that some members will not renew their memberships in May, as their original reason for joining may no longer be an issue. However it is felt that there is still much to do and of interest and that the next newsletter should clarify what has been achieved so far. Ian wondered if membership of the society should be free. It was agreed that membership should run from 1st of May annually. It was agreed that we format a renewal form to send to members. This will ensure that even those who cannot attend meetings are given the opportunity to renew.

6. Campaign Updates 

Stevensons -  J.G Land have “ gone to ground” and can no longer be reached by anyone (including environmental health) it would appear that building of any kind is a long way away, which gives us the opportunity to research the impact of the AV Housing  Draft Core Strategy on the site and our area in general. (Freda and Gill have attended an introduction to the document) Freda continues to keep an eye on the safety of the site.

Lockwoods – Work is ongoing at the Lockwoods site. There has been an application for change to planning permission, which relates to a change of materials to a utility building. Agreed that this would not adversely affect anyone.

Dave reports that the Lockwoods lorries continue to drive carefully along Ladygrove, though Veolia are still very thoughtless.

Tree planting ongoing on site.

Speed Limit – Dave, David and Gill still in contact with the police. Dave feels that we should remind police about Ladygrove as their intervention has been centred on Sawmills up to now. Gill will contact Insp. Smith re the promise of a regular police car presence at the Lockwoods entrance. Gill has told the police that BASA can provide a rota of people to be with the mobile vehicle activated sign, which the police have now purchased.

Flooding – June is still waiting to hear more from Brian Shaw about the grant applications.

On a separate issue pertaining to Riversdale, boys have been accessing the Stevenson’s site from the side of the garages at the end of Riversdale. This is an extremely dangerous manoeuvre involving crossing the railway line/ river. The police have been informed.

Historical Survey and Heritage - The BASA Social meeting on the 25th February yielded more photographs and histories. Mr Stan Byard provided David with a tape of a 1970s BBC Radio Down your Way programme from Sawmills. This will be copied onto a disc and the history transcribed. Freda is organising a meeting with Barry Joyce on 14th April to continue the study of the area. June brought an old newspaper along to committee meeting. David will contact B Smith  about the article.

        7. AOB 
        Dave has been approached by a neighbour about a broken rail at the         steps leading to the canal footpath at Lockwoods entrance. It was agreed that we ask for this to be mended.

        Fly tipping is increasing in the area. Clive will contact AVBC re the fly tipping by the sewerage works road and Gill and David will ask for signs re fly-tipping on the Sawmills stretch of the Cromford Canal. As this stretch is owned by Lockwoods, Rob will be consulted re this first.

        The Social Meeting held on April 25th was a great success. 

         Dog Fouling in the area has increased recently. Freda will contact the dog warden and environmental health for advice on how we can tackle this.

  Geoff will work on a constitution for BASA. This will be ready for the AGM.
