 Agreed that these agenda items be adopted as a template for future meetings.

Freda – Chairperson  All have received copies of Freda’s research and initial pictures for meeting with Barry Joyce et al.

Freda informed us that she had put together a presentation of maps, pictures and text, covering points of industrial historical interest. She will present this at a meeting arranged for 14th September  at Cromford Mill.

Freda; Geoff; Gill and David will attend.

Freda has worked extremely hard on this project, which is very much appreciated by the group.

 Freda continues to contact JG Land to see how they are progressing ( they are not!) and will inform all if anything changes.

Gill – Secretary  Gill is to get together a newsletter to update the community on BASA campaigns ( Freda to report on Stevensons and Heritage site issues). Agreed that this should be a total drop and not just members. Agreed that yellow paper would be easier to read for those with visual impairment and would also be more likely to be noticed. Newsletter to go to 4 sides. Gill will coordinate the drop and will ask for volunteers from BASA members to print out and deliver copies. She will work with Ian to ensure “printers and posters” have the necessary stationery. 

Ian – Treasurer  Ian has now set up a BASA bank account at Barclays. He, Freda and Gill will be signatories, as all cheques must be signed by two members. Ian informed us that he has deposited £165 and that membership currently stands at 65.

Ian is looking at the possibility of setting up a website as all agreed that it was essential to the Society.

Ian will have the membership cards ( made by Clive) available for paid up members by the next BASA meeting.

Agreed that we would charge a nominal amount for non-members to attend the meetings. 

Planning  There were no outstanding planning issues at present.

 As BASA is now provided ( by Email) with the planning applications received by AVBC. We are able to keep abreast of anything that may adversely affect the community and inform members.

Lockwoods   David and Dave are still waiting to meet with Rob Lockwood. Issues to take to meeting –

· Bund still not high enough – how is progress?

· Air conditioning unit still noisy.

· Audible reversing warning in the night are causing a disturbance.

· Can BASA use Rob’s name as example of Good Practice in letter to Lorry firms re. speeding ?

· Lights (from Veolia compound ?) causing severe light pollution.

Gill will put together a list for Dave and David to take with them.

Speeding  Gill has sent a letter to AVBC to request an extension of  the 30mph limit. 

 We are informed that a new camera “ kit” is available to AV Police this September, though it appears that this might be the only one and that we may have to wait some time to use it. We are still awaiting training on use of the Camera. David will contact PC Bray to see when training is likely to be available, as it will be crucial to our campaign to make the A610 safer.

If we are unable to get a satisfactory answer we may consider contacting the Chief Constable and Judy Mallaber.

Also of interest to us is how many people have been booked for speeding so far this year on the A610. If local police are unable to give this information, we could use the Freedom of Information Act.

Flooding  Riversdale residents have reported that the gulleys have been cleaned more. Geoff and Clive will continue to collect as much information as they can towards a coordinated campaign.
