Agreed that the meeting called for 11th is to be advertised by drop at Bullbridge area The society cannot afford to carry out a full area drop and decided that Bullbridge was the area MOST affected by the plans. Posters in significant places and a reminder by Email and the Buddy system, will hopefully reach others. 

 We will need some way of collecting feedback. Gill to consider some sort of Questionnaire. Geoff will support Gill with the wording of  posters and questionnaire.

Campaigns /Projects  - 

Lockwoods Haulage  -  Work is ongoing on the Bund, but it is rising fast.

Dave and David have met with Rob . The notes from this meeting will be posted on the website soon. Generally a successful meeting with all items on the “ list” being discussed.

The lighting from the Veolia site is a serious issue for residents of Lynam Lane  David pursuing.

Speeding -  Still waiting to see if our request is successful, though Emails forwarded by Juliette suggest we still have someway to go, possibly reducing the length of road  from Lady grove to New Road. The Moorlands Neighbourhood Watch are keeping numbers of speeding vehicles too. Letters have been sent to Lorry firms identified as having drivers who go too fast along the A610 requesting they talk to their drivers.

Flooding – Not much to report here, though the gullys have been cleared recently.

AOB – Ian reports that trees cleared on the fields side of Ladygrove have enhanced the light and the view or residents.
